The Speech Link Evaluation
The evaluation takes less than 15
minutes to complete with an individual
child. It consists of around 38 engaging,
easily recognisable pictures. The child
names the picture and the supporting
adult enters the response. The results
recommend age appropriate speech
programmes with a suggested order of
work. Strategies to support the child in
the classroom are also included. If the
child has a complex difficulty, discussion
with the speech and language therapy
service is recommended.

• the online Speech Link evaluation,
• a full range of speech sound

programmes,
• a set of printable pictures for use

with each of the speech sound
programmes,

• interactive games to develop
listening skills,

• information about the development
of speech with ideas to help
generalise sounds to everyday

• an online password-protected

discussion group, monitored by the
local speech and language therapists,

• video showing speech and language
therapists modelling therapeutic
approaches and activities.
